ELIGIBILITY

Bursaries are available to all graduating students from Logan Lake Secondary School (LLSS), or
distance/home schooled students living in Logan Lake, and will be starting post-secondary studies within
one year of graduation. To collect the bursary, the selected students must submit proof of tuition
payment.

QUALIFICATIONS
Students that demonstrate the following are eligible to apply:

1. Involvement/Volunteerism — demonstrated community and/or school spirit, thought teams,
clubs, school activities, volunteering, or community service

2. Employment Experience — outline past and present employment, and future aspirations

3. Continuing Education — upon acceptance into a post-secondary institute. Proof of payment
required. Bursaries will be reimbursed after proof of tuition payment has been submitted to
the Logan Lake Community Forest.

SELECTION

The bursaries are awarded according to the above criteria and at the discretion of the LLCF in
coordination with the LLSS staff and principal.
